REQUIREMENTS FOR ARTICLE LAYOUT
Research papers containing significant scientific results will be accepted for publication.

Submitted papers should provide a concise presentation of the research methods and the experimental material obtained.

Articles describing the results of incomplete research without definite conclusions and papers of a descriptive nature will not be accepted for publication.
The size of the article should not exceed 6 typewritten pages (1800 characters with spaces per page), including tables. The editors reserve the right to shorten articles.
The article should be typed on one side of A4 paper in font

Times New Roman 12 point size (with one and a half spacing between lines and margins of at least 2 cm) and consist of the following sections:
1. introduction;

2) methodology;

3) research results;

4) conclusions;

5) literature.
The article begins with an introduction, which must indicate the purpose of the research.

When preparing the article, at the end of the "methodology" section, the authors should specify the methods of statistical processing of the data obtained and in what form the data are presented (M±m,Me(Q1;Q3) etc.). The program and its version used for statistical data processing (SPPSStatistics, Statistica, MatLab, etc.) should also be specified. Statistical methods should be used correctly and reasonably. It is also necessary to indicate at what level of confidence the changes were considered significant (eg.: p<0.05). 
The beginning of the article should specify:
1) article title;

2) initials and surnames of the authors;

3) the institution where the work was carried out, indicating the initials and name of the supervisor;

4) short abstract of an article (700-900 characters);

5) keywords (no more than 5);
6) the email address for correspondence and the name of the author responsible for the correspondence.
The article must be carefully checked: chemical formulas, tables, doses are signed by the author in the margins.

Three figures are allowed in the article (not more than 6 fragments in each), the data of figures must not repeat the materials of the tables. Figures must be clear, easily reproducible; curves on graphs are marked with Arabic numerals. Numbers for each graph are provided.

Original microphotographs should be submitted in electronic form in TIFF or JPG format (in fragments - each fragment as a separate file and without labels).

Figure captions are printed after the text of the article. A general caption to the figure is given first, followed by a transcription of numerical or alphabetic designations. In the captions to the microphotographs, the magnification and method of staining (or impregnation) should be indicated.

Tables (not more than 3) should contain only necessary data and represent the summarized and statistically processed study material. Each table has a number and a title. All figures and units in the tables should correspond to the text.

Abbreviations of words, names, titles (not more than 3), except the abbreviations accepted in the journal (see below), units, physical and mathematical quantities and terms are allowed only with the original indication of the full title.

The cited literature (not more than 15 sources no older than 2000) is given in the form of an alphabetical list. References to unpublished papers, conference proceedings, abstracts and dissertations are not allowed. A reference to the serial number of the list is given in square brackets in the text.

If defects are found in the article during its preparation for printing (semantic or technical), it can be returned to the author for correction.

The date of submission of the article is the day on which the final text is received by the editorial office.

By signing the article, the author thereby transfers the rights to publish and translate his or her article to the editorial board. The author guarantees that the article is original; neither the article nor the figures for it have been published in other publications.
Proofreading is not sent to authors.

Rejected articles will not be returned.

No royalties are paid.

Submission of an article to the editorial office confirms the author's full agreement with the rules of the journal.
Dear colleagues, we urge you to make sure that all materials (articles) that you send to the organizing committee of the conference have not been previously published in any publications.
Participants will be informed if the requirements of an international peer-reviewed journal for article formatting change.

Abstract

The article shows the changes in the liver in sheep during experimental infection with fascioliasis. Sheep were infested with 300 adoliskaria and observed changes up to 142 days.

Keywords: fascioliasis, liver, hepatocyte, organelles, connective tissue, capillary.
Introduction. The literature is replete with papers describing acute and chronic fascioliasis [1, 2]. However, the microstructure of internal organs under the action of fasciola toxins and the pathogenesis at the molecular level of their action with regard to cellular pathology are poorly studied [3, 4].

Research objective. To establish ultrastructural changes in the liver of sheep with experimental fascioliasis.
Methodology. For the experiments, 1.5-2 year old boars were selected according to the analogy principle, and then two groups were formed: a control group (n = 10) and a test group (n = 10). 
…

Research results. After infestation of sheep by adolescent larvae of Fasciola adolescensis they migrate through bile ducts, vascular bed, and intercellular spaces. Injury to the tissue leads to overgrowth of connective tissue cells and structures, which can be seen in the biliary ducts in the development of cholangitis and cholecystitis.

Conclusions. In the imaginal stage of experimental fasciolosis of sheep, ultrastructural destructive changes occur in the liver, which determine a whole complex of cascade transformations in metabolism, associated with gastrointestinal and nervous system functions.
